These are

the several kinds of vegetables. Listen now to the merit that attaches to their planting. By

planting trees one acquires fame in the world of men and auspicious rewards in the world

hereafter. Such a man is applauded and reverenced in the world of the Pitris. Such a man’s

name does not perish even when he becomes a citizen of the world of deities. The man who

plants trees rescues the ancestors and descendants of both his paternal and maternal lines.

Do thou, therefore, plant trees, Yudhisthira. The trees that a man plants become the planter’s

children. There is no doubt about this. Departing from this world, such a man ascends to

Heaven verily many eternal regions of bliss become his. Trees gratify the deities by their

flowers; the Pitris by their fruits; and all guests and strangers by the shadow they give.

Kinnaras and Uragas and Rakshasas and deities and Gandharvas and human beings, as also

Rishis, all above recourse to trees as their refuge. Trees that bear flowers and fruits gratify

all men. The planter of trees is rescued in the next world by the trees he plants like children

rescuing their own father. Therefore, the man that is desirous of achieving his own good,

should plant trees by the side of tanks and cherish them like his own children. The trees that

a man plants are, according to both reason and the scriptures, the children of the planter. That

Brahmana who excavates a tank, and be that plants trees, and he not performs sacrifices,

are all worshipped in Heaven even as men that are devoted to truthfulnes of speech. Hence

one should cause tanks to be excavated and trees to be planted, worship the deities in diverse

sacrifices, and speak the truth.

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REPRESENTATIVE DEMOCRACY AND INFORMATION LITERACY:

We the

citizens must not take an ostrich view towards political parties and their leaders nor

we should be indifferent towards the important socio-political, economic and

important issues which are directly or indirectly related to the process of all round

development of a nation.

It is in this context that we

should remember that the government is of the people, for the people and by the people.  As it

has been stated above that people participate in the process of polling and caste their valuable

votes according to their choice and thereby elect the representatives to form government.

It may be stated that the concept of democracy is not any new concept. It is as old as

Athenian democracy. In such a system of democracy people used to get every opportunity to

directly participate in the process of decision-making on every important issue.-the issues or

matters that influence the lives of the citizens. It may be termed as participatory democracy.

But unlike Athenian democracy today we are in indirect democratic system where people do

not directly rule themselves, rather rules through elected representatives. In a participative

democratic system people's needs and interests get priority. Interest of the people becomes the

central focus of political decision-making process. Citizens are the heart of democracy and their

opinion acts as basis of change. In a participatory democracy citizens are provided with every

opportunity to participate in the decision making. Through this participation the people give

impulse for change. There are different levels of participatory democratic practices. Information,
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consultation, dialogues and partnership and many others to organize participation Participatory

democracy supports public authorities and civil society stockholders to establish sustainable

mechanisms for civil participation. Through round table events, expert roundtable discussion

and public campaigns it raises local authorities and civil society organizations' awareness, builds

knowledge regarding interactional issues. It fact, participatory democracy is a type of democracy

which is itself a form of government.

Democracy has two main sub-types: direct and representative democracy. While direct

democracy is the original concept; its representative version is very widespread today. Today's

representative democracy is indirect democracy. Public participation in this context is the inclusion

of the public in the activities of polity. It can be any process that directly engages citizens in

decision making and give consideration to its impact.

In almost all forms of representative democracy political parties hold key place. One might

go a few steps ahead and opine that today's democracy is party democracy As a matter of fact,

political parties actively participate in the process of franchise and people vote for the  symbols

of different parties. Joining political parties allows citizens to participate in democratic systems,

but is not considered participatory democracy. As a matter of fact, participatory democracy

existed in different forms. Its modern theory is developed by Jean-Jacques Rousseau in the

eighteenth century and later promoted by John Stuart Mill and GDH Cole who argued that

political participation is indispensable for a just society. In the early twenty-first century,

participatory democracy has been most widely studied and experimented with.

Needless to say, democracy provides an environment that respects human rights and

fundamental freedom and in which the truly expressed will of people is exercised. To be sure, in

any form of representative democracy and in form of government the role of citizens or people

at large is very important. In a democracy people are the ultimate source of legitimate power.

So, the opinion of  people is supposed to be informed and educated one. So awareness in general

and political awareness of the people in particular are required to be given due emphasis. The

electorates must be literate and educated one to exercise their valuable opinion. Here it may be

argued that mere formal literacy and formal education or educational qualifications are not

sufficient condition for the success of representative democracy. In order to achieve the

fundamental objectives of democracy people from all walks of life must have to be information

literate.

In a representative democracy effective or informed political participation presupposes

information literacy on the part of the electorates. Thus, information literacy  is an important tool

for supporting informed participation  not only in the political process but at the same time in the

process of socio-economic development. In fact, information literacy refers to accessing,

evaluating, managing and communicating information. So an  information literate person is one

who realizes the social, cultural and political implications of information. An information literate

person knows how to utilize information for the best advantages both at work and in everyday

life. Such person with the habit of seeking information identify the most useful information when
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making decision, when voting or to participate in community life. They are able to evaluate,

newscast, advertisements and political campaigning speeches. The five important components

of information literacy are: identify, find, evaluate, apply and acknowledge. In fact, as education

is a life-long process information literacy is equally a life-long learning process. The process of

information literacy today should begin with the school life in the life of every learner. This

process of information literacy continues in the life of the learner and develops in their life of

higher education and then continues throughout their life. Information literacy aims to teach

students how to find information and prepare them for life-long learning. The students can find

information needed for any assignment, project or decision at hand. Information literacy helps

an individual to use and create information to achieve their personal, social, occupational and

educational goals. It helps every citizens to develop political awareness which is one of the

fundamental factors for the success of representative democracy.

In view of growing complexities in the field of social, political, economic, religious, cultural

and many other fields which are related to our daily lives people living in the system of

representative democracy will have to acquire critical information literacy; otherwise the

representative democracy will suffer a serious setback. In fact, critical information instruction is

an important factor to develop knowledge, skill, and sense of responsibility as a responsible

citizen of nation where representative democracy prevails.  In a democratic system critical

awareness or heightened awareness among the people in general and that of young people in

particular regarding social injustice and many other evil forces that weaken the base of people's

democracy and equally the spirit of democracy, is an important question to be reckoned with.

The younger generation will have to be aware of the ugly faces of disintegrating forces and

combat such challenges for the success of democracy.  According to Smith, Lauren, critical

pedagogy is an educational movement which gives people opportunity to develop the knowledge,

skills, sense of responsibility necessary to engage in the culture of questioning. Mr. Smith further

says that a central feature of critical pedagogical approach is critical literacy which teaches

analysis and critiquing skills. Critical literacy has been recommended by a number of authors  as

a valuable aspect to inculcate in information literacy instruction.  Critical information literacy

could contribute to enabling the development of political agency and increasing the meaningful

and active involvement in democratic processes. With the focus on value of information literacy

becoming increasingly important within library and information science, it is important to be

aware of its roots. Information literacy is required to adopt a critical approach in order to

meaning fully engage with the democratic social goals of library and information science and

address some of the limitations of information literacy theories. Critical information can help the

younger people to develop critical awareness which is of much importance for the success of

representative democracy. Every citizen of a nation will have to be an informed one.

In view of the necessity of information awareness, information literacy education for all the

learners is almost a crying need of the hour.  It must begin with school stage of the pupils.  It

should be there across the curriculum. In this context the role of academic libraries in particular
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deserves special mention.  The democratic role of libraries is very crucial. The academic library

is a common platform of every member of its parent institution, while public library is known as

people's university and it is also known as community resource centre.  According to UNESCO

Public Library Manifesto, public Library is a living force for education, culture and information

and an essential agent  for fostering of peace and welfare through the minds of all people.

UNESCO in its Public Library Manifesto for the first time spells out the key missions that relate

to information, library, education and culture and should be at the core of public library services;

creating and strengthening reading skills and habits in children from an early age. So, UNESCO

emphasizes that every citizen shall have to be educated and informative. So every individual in

society must have information literacy that can be provided to all people irrespective of age, sex,

race, cast and community. In fact, a library exists when three components like the readers, the

books and the staff are in purposive contact with one another.  The libraries in traditional sense

of the term have played and are still playing crucial role since its very inception. With the

passage of time varied kinds of libraries have come into existence with varied role to play. The

so called and much discussed virtual library or E-Library could not replace the old traditional

library. The traditional libraries are still working in full swing . In this age of technological

revolution and its increasing sophistication library exists all over the world.  In case of

technologically advanced societies in Asia, Europe and America libraries have not been abolished.

In fact, this information centre is internally connected with civil society. No educated society

prevails without library-either public library or other kinds of libraries. Hence inspite of constant

threat from modern information technology  to replace the library in traditional sense of the term

by E-Library or Virtual Library, as a social institution the traditional libraries are playing their

part in educating the people and enriching society with necessary and varied information. Needless

to say , the basic objective of every library is to develop an educated people; while the academic

library helps in imparting higher knowledge in different fields, field-specific and subject-specific

knowledge, , imparts knowledge in different disciplines and at the same times provides knowledge

in information literacy, the research and special libraries contribute in providing specialized

knowledge in specialized fields. It deserves mention that apart from providing specialized

knowledge in varied specialized fields, the special libraries can provide information literacy to

the researchers which help them to be socio-politically aware and that of the things happening

around them. It is true that public library is different from other kind of libraries  in its structure

and function , but there is no contradiction between the public library on the one hand and other

kind of libraries on the other, because the basic objective of all kinds of libraries are fundamentally

same i.e. to develop an educated society where every individual will be literate and educated

and each individual will have information literacy knowledge.. Knowledge in information literacy

helps the people to have awareness of all important issues, be it social, economic, political or

economic. Such an awareness is not only desirable but equally required in the life of every

citizen for effective participation in the process of nation building or in other words, in a

representative democracy like ours people are expected to have their participation in the political
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process critically and conscientiously.  In order to develop educated and conscious citizens

public libraries and school libraries must come forward on the basis of active cooperation and

collaboration for giving information literacy knowledge along with literacy knowledge to the

illiterate masses and  for developing self-reading ability to the neo-literates. In Public Library

Act in West Bengal it was stated that the rural libraries will take adult education classes.  On the

basis of active collaboration the public libraries and school libraries will serve the information

needs of the people, provide literacy knowledge and at the same time information literacy. In so

doing these libraries in collaboration among themselves and in collaboration with the literacy

canters and voluntary agents will be able to ensure educational development of the illiterate

masses and school libraries on the basis of co-operation and collaboration with the local rural

libraries will serve the information needs of the pupils. As a matter of fact, public library provides

free services such as pre-school story times to encourage early literacy among the children who

will be future participants in the process of nation building including that of the process of

franchise.

Needless to say, in the 21st century information is most valuable capital. It is required by

every conscious citizen every now and then. But unfortunately there are many in our country

and in many third world countries who are hardly aware of their information needs. Such people

have very poor level of information awareness. So , initiatives are required to be taken to

develop information-seeking behavior among such people who lack information literacy

knowledge. Information literacy helps to promote problem solving approaches, thinking skills,

asking questions and seeking answers, finding information, forming opinion, evaluating sources

and making decisions, fostering successful learners, effective contributors, confident individuals

and responsible citizens. An individual and/or a learner having information literacy education

and further personal learning can successfully cope with every important walk of life. The

importance of planned information searches and priotrising potential sources of information help

a learner to acquire knowledge and skills and also critical awareness. So, the pupils can learn

information literacy across the curriculum. Since today's children are tomorrow's citizens the

success of representative democracy most crucially depends on them. Today's children will

have to participate tomorrow in the process of the formation of government.  Today's

representative democracy is indirect democracy. Public participation in this context is the inclusion

of public in the activities of polity. It can be any process that directly engages citizens in decision

making and give consideration to its impact.

 In any form of government and in that of representative democracy the role of the citizens

or that of the electorate becomes decisive factor in the formation of government. People are the

ultimate source of legitimate power in a democracy. Quite logically therefore, the opinion of the

people is supposed to be informed and educated one. So , awareness in general and political

awareness of the people in particular is required to be given due emphasis in a representative

democratic system.

In this context it may be stated that

India since its independence has been experiencing multidimensional problems which are quite

detrimental to the health and spirit of representative democracy. Problems of cast, communalism,

secessionist movement in different parts of India, the ugly faces of poverty, illiteracy and many

other problems are weakening the very base of democracy. Perhaps it will not be over -

simplication to say that one of the most crucial factors for such increasing problems in our

country is illiteracy which leads to create ignorance and poverty. In fact, poverty and illiteracy

are two sides of the same coin. We are lagging far behind the achievement of total literacy and

self-reading ability of many neo-literates. Problems like illiteracy, poverty, lack of political

awareness and that of self-confidence are acting as enemies of representative democracy of

India. Behind population problem in India illiteracy and poverty are working as important factors.

In India population problem is an alarming one. There are many in our country who do not follow

family planning norm. here also illiteracy and lack of awareness have become contributory. So,

what is essential is to control population. If we can control population growth, it will lead to

decrease many a problem. It needs awareness of the people in general and educationally and

economically backward people in particular.

For the development of information literacy of the illiterate and neo-literate adults some

agents like public library, literacy centers, voluntary organizations, Village Panchayat, Zilaparisod

and the like should come forward on the basis of collaboration. Such collaboration can effectively

contribute to the development of information literacy knowledge. For the students or learners

government should make necessary provision in the curriculum for teaching information literacy.

It should be taught across the curriculum. So, the major problems that come in the way of

successful working of representative democracy are required to be solved without further delay

and for this purpose the knowledge in information literacy of every citizen should be gives due

emphasis. In fact, success of representative democracy and learning of information literacy are

closely inter related.
